In the complex web of human existence, questions of identi

absurdity have been a common thread throughout human history. n this conference
we Willtl,)e looking at these issues through the lens of the social congept in modern
society, how human beings living Fragmented lives, feeling increasin ly disconnected
and confronted with the absurdity of existence, try to escape from this other
dimension of the human condition. Indeed it is only in the context of accelerating
technocratic change and widespread digital saturation, with a global crisis of identity
and meaning, that we need to take a hard look at these issues.

Identity formation, once rooted_in stable categories of nation, community, or
tradition, has become a complex and fluid process in the 21st century. It is shaped b
globalization, hybrid cultnral narratives, and social media algorithms that rexyard
performance over authenticity. As individuals graplple with intersectional identities—
cultural, gendered, digital, "and posthuman—they often experience dissonance
between internal self—conception and external representation (Hall, 1990).

According to Giddens, "the self has become a reflexive project that requires
constant attention, negotiation, and reaffirmation in an increasingly volatile and often
contradictory persona and social environment." In the digital “and virtual space
identities are elaborated, multiplied, and even commoditied, to the point o
generating a profound alienation from the self they represent. This tension feeds a
state of alienation that is no longer limited to the economic or political as Marx and
Erégelsi (161348) pointed out, but irectly affects the emotional and social life of the
individual.

But paradoxically, this h per—connected digital life can intensify loneliness and
disconnection, as Sherry Turlde (2011) says. Beilnjg ‘alone together’ reveals an even
deeper existential and ~cultural paradox: we inhabit fabricated digital personas,
communicate in games live ina world of algorithmic intimacy, and our interactions
are deeply mediated. All of this adds up to meaninglessness.

Camus (Igﬁiz) defined the absurd as “the conflict between the human desire for
meaning and ¢ € universe’s indifference”. .Tod(ziy, this conflict is expressed in the
repetition of digital routines, the infinite displacement of content and the
trivialization of meaning in memes and viral content. The absurd is no longer just an
existential philosophy or a theatrical genre as in Beckett or Ionesco; it’s everywhere

om pop culture to video game narratives, glitch aesthetics or internet dark humour,
It’s a cultural landscape where langualge fails, routines spin into meaninglessness, and

individuals must find purpose in the chaos of postmodern life.

Sartre (1943) and Heidegger (1927), as philosophers, said the individual had the
burden of choice in a world without a predetermined essence. Today, that burden is
spread across the multitude of choices and identities, and instead of fireedom, we get
paralysis. But facing the absurd can also open up new paths to resistance, creativity
and self-determination.

Argumentaire

Dans la tapisseric complexe de l'existence humaine, les themes de l'identite, de
I'aliénation et dg I'absurdite occupent une place,importante agissant comme des

iliers fonda,mentaux qui‘fagonnent notre comprehension de la condition humaine.
Eette conférence vise a ex lore‘r ces _concepts dans des contextes societaux
contemporains, en mettant en lumiere la fagon dOng les indi\fidus naviguent entre des
identites ﬁ*agmentees, des sentiments de déconnexion omnipresents et la nature de
plus en plus absurde de la vie moderne. Dans un monde ou les récits traditionnels
d'appartenance et de signification sont perturbes par des changements
tec nologiques rapides, la saturation numerique et les crises mondiales, lurgence
d’interroger ces themes n'a jamais e€te aussi pressante.

La formation de l'identité, autrefois anerée dans les catégories stables de la nation,
de la communauté ou de la tradition,, est devenue au X%(Ie siecle une entreprise
complexe et mutable. Elle est faconnee gar la’ mondialisation, les recits culturels
hybrides et linfluence des algorn:hmg:s des medias sociaux qui recompensent la
perfprmapge au detr1rpent de lauthenticite. Lorsque les 1nd,1\_71dus sont aux prises avec
des ,1dent1tes intersectionnelles - culturelles, sexuees, numeriques et post—l}umames -
ils eprouvent souvent une dissonance entre l'idée qu'ils se tont d'eugc—memes et la
representation exterieure (Hall, 1990). Le soi devient un projet reflexif, comme
I'athirme Giddens (1991), qui exige une négociation et un controle continus dans des
cadres changeants et souvent contradictoires. Dans les espaces numériques et virtuels,
les identités sont elaborees, multiplices et parfois commercialisées, ce qui conduit a
une forme d'aliénation identitaire ou les individus s'¢loignent du moi qu'ils incarnent.

Cette tension alimer_lte djrectement la condit_ion d'aliénation, qui_ne }‘éside plus
seulement dans le domaine ¢conomique ou pol1t1que, comme l'ont decrit Marx et

Engels (18453), mais_qui im regne la vie émotiounelle et sqciale. Paradoxalemept,
comme_ lobserve Sherry Turkle (2011?, nos vies. numeriques_hyperconnectees

intensifient souvent les experiences de solitude et de détachement. Le paradoxe d'écre
« seuls ensemble » souligne une dissonance existentielle et culturelle plus profonde,

u'il sagisse de personas en ligne, de jeux de communication ou ,d'intimité
a gm\rithmique, les interactions humaines sont de plus en plus mAediatisees, ce qui
souleyq de profondes questions sur ce que signifie appartenir et étre connu a l'ere
numerique.

. La presence persistante de l'absurde plane sur ces experiences. Camus f%1,942) a
decrit l'absurde comme le conflit entre le desir humain de sens et l'indifférence
siler}chuse d.e. l'univers. A.ujourd'hui,, _cette absu,rdite est souvent vecue dans la
repetition triviale des routines numeriques, le defilement sans fin du spectacle et
l'aplatissement ironique du sens dans les memes et les contenus viraux. Labsurde nlest
plus gonfine ala phi osophigt existent,ie_lle ou au théacre ,dp Beckett et de Ionesco ; il
impregne la culture populaire, les recits de jeux, lesthétique du glitch et I'humour
etrange dinternet. Elle reflete un paysage culturel ou le langage echoue, ou les
routines se transforment en non-sens et ou les individus doivent se construire un but
dans le chaos incohérent de la vie postmoderne.

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La Condicion Humana Reimaginada:
Identidad, Alienacidn y Absurdo en la
Era D1g1tal

Argumento

Las cuestiones de identidad, alienacion y absurdo han sido durante mucho tiempo
hilos conductores en el entramado de la existencia humana. En esta conferencia, se
abordara a la luz del concepto social en la sociedad moderna, examinando como los
seres humanos, al vivir Vidlz)ls fragmentadas, sentirse cada vez mas desconeetados y
enﬁentarse al absurdo de la existencia, buscan escapar de esta otra dimension de Ia
condicion humana. En efecto, solo en el contexto de un cambio tecnocratico acelerado
y una saturacion digital generalizada —marcado por una crisis global de identidad y de
sentido— se vuelve urgente y necesario adoptar una mirada critica hacia éstas
cuestiones.

La formacion de la identidad, antafio arraigada en eategorias estables de nacion
comunidad o tradicion, se ha convertido en una empresa compleja mutable en e
siglo XXI. Esta moldeada por la globalizacion, las narrativas culturales hibridas y la
in%lueneia de los algoritmos de Ias redes sociales que premian el rendimiento por
encima de la autenticidad. A medida que los individuos se enfrentan a identidades
interseccionales -culturales, de genero, digitales y posthumanas—, a menuglo
experimentan una disonaneia entre la autoconcepcion interna y la representacion
externa (Hall, 1990),. Segun Giddens, "el Yo se ha Convertido en un proyecto reﬂexivp
que requiere atencion constante, negociacio_n reafirmacion en entornos cada vez mas
volatiles v, a menudo, contradictorios a niveé personal y social". En el contexto del
espacio_ gl.igital ly virtual, las identidades se’ elaboran, multiplican e incluso se
comercializan, llegando a confundirse hasta el punto de gemerar una profunda
alienaciO,n respecto al i{o que representan. Esta tension alimenta un estado de
alienacion que ya no se limita a lo economico o polltlco, como lo senalaron Marx y
Engels (1848), sino que afecta directamente la vida emocional y social del individuo.

Paradéjieamente, esta experiencia digital hiperconeetada uede intensificar la
soledad y el desapego, como ‘advierte Sherry Turkle (2011). El Eeeho de estar “solos
Emtos” revela un paradoxo existencial y cultural aun mas profundo: ya sea que

abitemos personas digitales fabricadas,” nos comuniquemos en forma de juego o
vivamos en un mundo de intimidad algorltmica, nuestras interacciones se han vuelto

profundamente mediadas.

Todo ello contribuye a una falea de sentido persistente. Camus (1942) lo expreso
! .

celebremente en cuatio palabras: el absurdo (el conflicto entre el deseo humano de
sentido y la indiferencia silenciosa del universo). Hoy, este conflicto se manifiesta
claramente en la trivial repeticion de rutinas digitales, el desplazamiento infinito de
contenidos y la banalizacion ironica del sentido en los memes'y contenidos virales. El
absurdo ya no es solo una filosofia existencial o un genero teatral, como en Beckett o
Ionesco; ahora esta omnipresente, desde la cultura popular hasta las narrativas de los
Videojuegos, la estetica del “glitch” o el humor oscuro del internet.
Reﬂe]a un paisaje cultural en el que el lenguaje falla, las rutinas se convierten en una
espiral sin sentido y los individuos deben construir un proposito en medio del caos
incoherente de la vida posmoderna.

Filosofos como Sartre (1943) Iy Heidegger (1927) llevan mucho tiempo insistiendo en
el peso de la eleccion individual en un mundo carente de esencia predeterminada. Hoy,
esa carga se diluye entre la multiplicidagl de eleccip_nes e identidades, lo que eondgee
no a la emancipacion, sino con frecuencia a la paral151s. Sin embargo, a confrontacion
con el absurdo también puede abrir nuevos caminos hacia la resistencia, la creatividad g,
y la autodeterminacion autentica.
